ABA Services for Young Children with Autism

About Your Clinical Team
· Beginning Services

As you begin services, you will be working with several professionals from the Behavioral Health Rehabilitative Services team. Our team approach is designed to provide comprehensive services to your child. The following is an outline of who will be coming into your home initially and who will be assigned to lead your child’s treatment team. 

· Program Initiation and Treatment Planning
SHS is dedicated to providing the highest quality service to individuals with an Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD) and their families. To provide treatment using research-based applied behavior analysis (ABA) strategies, a Behavior Analyst will initiate treatment. The Behavior Analyst is responsible for gathering information from the family, completing developmentally based assessments, and collecting data necessary to develop a behavioral health treatment plan that is based on your child’s specific needs. 

· Transition
After the initial phase of treatment planning and assessment (typically about 4-6 weeks), the Behavior Analyst will collaborate with the designated Behavior Specialist Consultant (BSC) and a Therapeutic Support Staff (TSS) who will provide your child with highly specialized and individualized treatment.
· Treatment
After the transition phase, the Behavior Analyst will continue to consult with your child’s team on a scheduled basis to provide assistance with programming specific to ABA.  This will take place with the Behavior Analyst during ABA meetings on-site at SHS.  At this point in your child’s treatment, the Behavior Analyst will not make on-site visits but will be ‘on call’ for the clinical team when there is a question about specific ABA programming. 
The BSC will provide consultation regarding intervention and goal development, conduct ongoing assessments, model interventions as needed to the TSS and family, and collect and analyze data in relation to behaviors targeted for increase or decrease. The BSC is a master’s level consultant who will continuously monitor and evaluate treatment. The BSC is the lead clinician of your child’s treatment team and they are the staff who will provide weekly consultation and handle all clinical aspects of your child’s treatment.
The TSS is a bachelor’s level clinician who will implement the interventions outlined in the treatment plan, provide parent training, and monitor progress on goals. The TSS will collect data and provide information to the BSC for review and analysis.
